French oak 
maturation seasons the wine to accentuate the 
seductive flavours and generous velvety tannins.

The palate is balanced and complex with flavours 
iof rich raisin fruit, rose petal, dried fig and cumquat. 
The finish is long but not too sweet. Pairs well with a 
rich chocolate tart with raspberry coulis.

Not only the domain of 
desserts, this Topaque matches superbly with duck 
rillettes on brioche toast or Catalan fig tapas.

The wine displays a stunning deep purple colour 
with a ruby red rim. The nose leads with notes of 
ripe blueberries and blackberries inter meshed with 
subtle clove spice. There are aromas of cedar and 
vanilla giving a beautiful perfume which supports 
the hint of blue violets emanating from the glass. 
The palate is classy and refined with rich dark fruit 
and a silky mid-palate. The wine leaves one with an 
appealing chalky finish and a hint of pepper spice.

This wine displays a vibrant golden colour. Aromas 
of lemon curd, honeysuckle, oatmeal and toasted 
brioche emanate from the glass. The wine enters 
the palate with bold, ripe yellow citrus flavours 
leading to a creamy mid-palate with subtle 
vanilla, star anise and toasted almond. There is a 
continuous saline focus and feeling of freshness 
throughout. A wine of restrained power and finesse.
